Ideas previously discussed:  

Electric car charging for residents who don’t have driveways…potentially spaces on Woburn road by Aspley Court. Charger in pub car park (Royal Oak, Fir tree).
It was suggested to ask Cllr John Baker about CBC’s approach to electric charging pointswhen he attends next meeting.

TE relayed views from a Hardwick Mew’s resident who was concerned about the increase in traffic and pavement parking at the top of Church Rd. Also concerned about cannabis use in wood 
Questionnaire: SM had shared link to Aspley Guise questionnaire and felt it was a good starting point. Some of the issues (e.g. new homes) not relevant to Aspley Heath though SEMK and EW rail would both have an impact. Leisure - woods and parking were key issues.
